Materials you will need for class:


Each day you are expected to bring:

· A binder- there will be many notes and handouts.  You are expected to keep them 

       organized in a binder ONLY for Chemistry.  This will be graded as needed.

· Pen/Pencil- bring a few, you never know what could happen

· REFERENCE TABLES- you will only receive one.  Keep it safe and please do not 

        write on it.

· A four-function/scientific calculator- either is fine.  If you have a graphing calculator, 

                    that is acceptable, but please know it is ILLEGAL to use on the Regents.

Grading System-


Tests will be composed of multiple choice, short answer, and diagram/descriptive questions similar to that of the regents.  They will be given bi-tri weekly and will count for 50% of your grade.


Labs will be given both during lab period and during class and will account for 20% of your overall grade.  Students must complete 1200 minutes of lab (30 lab periods) in order to take the regents.  You will be doing many more labs then the state minimum requirement.


Homework/Quizzes will be given frequently and will be DIRECTLY related to what we are learning in class and will account for the final 30% of your grade.  All missed assignments will need to be completed in a prompt fashion.


Extra credit will be given periodically but there is a standing extra-credit that you can start now.  You need to find an article about Chemistry.  It can be from a magazine, newspaper,  or reputable internet source.  You will be asked to provide a short summary of the basic ideas, define three vocabulary words you did not already know, and describe how the information is applicable to your life.  A copy of the article must also be submitted.  This assignment can be done once a marking period for five points in your homework average.  The article must be approved by me before you do any write-up for it to be acceptable.

LABORATORY-


Although technically scheduled for two out of six days in a cycle, labs may occur either in class or during lab time.  You must be present during all classes so as not to miss a required lab.  If you do miss a lab, it can be made-up ONLY during activity period BEFORE THE LAB IS STORED!!
Regarding contact lenses:  Contacts are perfectly acceptable in class and in some lab activities however, there are numerous labs where the wearing of contacts poses an unnecessary threat to the wearer.  In the unfortunate event that something does splash into your eye, despite the goggles you will wear, the natural tearing defense of the eye and the chemical eyewash station are not effective if you have contacts.  Because of this, I have a supply of saline and Dixie cups for students to store lenses in during labs.  If you cannot read or safely pour liquids without your contacts, please bring glasses to class.  These may also be stored in my room.

Although not a concern during most of the frigid year, proper footwear is also important.  Obviously you need to wear shoes everywhere in the school building.  In Chemistry class, it is important that you wear closed-toed shoes preferably with rubber soles.  This code comes from personal experience.  It is much better to drop chemicals, hammers, glass, etc. on a protected foot as opposed to skin.  High-heeled/dress shoes can also be dangerous, not to mention that dropping chemicals may damage their appearance.

Also during lab we will frequently be dealing with open flames.  For this reason it is imperative that any long hair be tied back.  I have bobble hair ties you will be required to wear, if you forget your own.

These rules are not meant to scare you or dissuade you from taking Chemistry.  I have never had a major accident and with preventative measures and proper instruction hope to avoid dangers in the future.  Chemistry is a wonderful subject in which you will learn many concepts that will surprise you in their daily usefulness.  Let's start the year on a good safe note.
