OBJECTIVE: As a result of this course of study, you should improve your reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills. 
CONTENT: The New York State Grade 8 ELA curriculum is composed of modules that focus on reading, writing, listening, and speaking in response to high-quality texts. Each module is intended to last a quarter of a school year. The modules sequence and scaffold content that is aligned to the Common Core Learning Standards for ELA & Literacy. Each module will culminate in an end-of-module performance task which can provide information to educators on whether students in their classrooms are achieving the standards. Modules may include several units and each unit may include a set of sequenced, coherent progressions of learning experiences that build knowledge and understanding of major concepts.

REQUIRED DAILY MATERIALS:

1. A 3-ring binder - this notebook will be used in class and added to each day. It will be kept in class except for a few times when it will be necessary to take it home. You may bring in your own to be used in the classroom or one will be provided for you.

2. Writing utensil – all work must be done neatly in either pencil or black or dark blue ink.

*    Occasionally, colored pencils or highlighters will be necessary. These should be kept at school, but do not need to be brought to class unless an announcement is made before class.

THINGS THAT REALLY IRRITATE MR. REID (and suggestions how not to):

· Getting out of your seat without permission (this includes at the end of class – class is over when you are dismissed);

· Asking to go to the bathroom at the beginning of class or during teaching time (ask to go during time you are given to work in class);

· Begging for something to write with (borrow one from a friend or get one from the office);

· Talking when someone else is talking (this includes other learners – raise your hand and wait to be acknowledged);

· Calling out answers, comments, or questions without an invitation (I want to hear everything you have to say or ask, but it must be done decently and in order);

· Unexcused tardiness (be here on time, ready to learn, with materials out when class begins). Being absent or tardy without a pass means you need to come in during Activity Period to earn your point back.
