HOW TO INTEGRATE QUOTES





INCORRECT: “They approach me in a half-hesitant sort of way, eye me curiously or compassionately” (lines 3-4). This quote suggests that the narrator feels distant and detached from the white world.








CORRECT: W.E.B. Du Bois writes, “They approach me in a half-hesitant sort of way, eye me curiously or compassionately” (lines 3-4). This quote suggests that the narrator feels distant and detached from the white world.





CORRECT (but better): W.E.B. Du Bois sees a sharp distinction between the world of black people and the world of others, as suggested when he writes that “[whites] approach [him] in a half-hesitant sort of way, eye [him] curiously or compassionately” (lines 3-4).
