ANALYZE THE EVIDENCE

Don’t make the reader figure out or guess what you’re thinking – you must make the connections and clarify your thinking for the reader.

Your analysis should:

· Explain the relevance of the evidence

· provide a connection between your thinking and the text

· clearly answer the prompt

For example:
Claim (Partial)

The first reason it makes sense for Mrs. Dubose to take a stand is that she has high expectations for people, including herself. 

Context, Introduction to the evidence, Partial Analysis
When Jem and Scout walk by her house, Mrs. Dubose would not let any small transgression go by without commenting on it. 

Evidence

For instance, Scout says “If I said as sunnily as I could, ‘Hey, Mrs. Dubose,’ I would receive for an answer, ‘Don’t you say hey to me you ugly girl! You say good afternoon, Mrs. Dubose!’” (99) 

Analysis
This shows that Mrs. Dubose holds high expectations of others, even if they make a small mistake. 

In the first half of the paragraph, the writer has:

· stated the claim

· provided their reason for their claim

· provided relevant and supporting evidence

· (briefly) explained/proved that the evidence shows that the reason is true (she does, in fact, have high expectations)

Claim (Partial)

The second reason it makes sense for Mrs. Dubose to take a stand is her courage. 

Context, Introduction to the evidence, Partial Analysis

As Atticus says to Jem, Mrs. Dubose was in a lot of pain. 

Evidence

“Most of time you were reading to her, I doubt if she heard a word you said. Her whole mind and body were concentrated on that alarm clock.” (111) 

Analysis
This shows that Mrs. Dubose needed to find a way to keep her mind off the pain. The fact that she was successful shows how brave she was.
