Body Paragraph 1:
· A topic sentence that tells what the paragraph is going to be about (this could be your reason, it depends on your own style of writing)
· Clearly state one reason for your claim
· Two pieces of evidence that support your reason and/or proves your reason is true
· Thorough analysis for each piece of evidence that shows your evidence is relevant and how it supports your reason why it makes sense/doesn’t make sense for Atticus to defend Tom
· A concluding statement that states the reason in a different way. It can also transition into the next body paragraph/reason.
Body Paragraph 2:
· A topic sentence that tells what the paragraph is going to be about (this could be your reason, it depends on your own style of writing)
· Clearly state one reason for your claim

· Two pieces of evidence that support your reason and/or proves your reason is true
· Thorough analysis for each piece of evidence that shows your evidence is relevant and how it supports your reason why it makes sense/doesn’t make sense for Atticus to defend Tom
· A concluding statement that states the reason in a different way. It can also transition into the next body paragraph (counterclaim).
