Criteria for an Introduction Paragraph:
( States the topic and opinion.

( Uses a judgment/opinion word.

( Tells what the rest of the essay will be about (gives the reasons).

Criteria for Body Paragraph #1:


( Introduces reason #1 to support the opinion.


( Includes multiple pieces of evidence related to reason #1.  All 

     evidence must support the opinion.

Criteria for Body Paragraph #2:


( Introduces reason #2 to support the opinion.


( Includes multiple pieces of evidence related to reason #2.  All 

     evidence must support the opinion.

Criteria for a Conclusion Paragraph:


( Restates the topic and opinion.  Uses the same or a similar 

    judgment/opinion word.


( Includes the most important reason why you formed your opinion.

 
( Includes a comment, idea, or question that leaves the reader with 

    something to think about.
