(9 POINTS)

1. The text says, “It is called the eye and has only light winds and fair weather.”  Explain what fair means in this sentence.  What evidence from the text helped you figure out the meaning?  Explain your thinking.  [2 points – 5.4]
Fair means calm or nice weather.  I figured this out because the article says the center, the eye, of the storm is the calmest part of the storm.
2. Could a hurricane form in Alaska? Why or why not?  Use evidence from the text to support your response.  [2 points – 5.1, 5.2]
A hurricane could not form in Alaska, because it needs “warm air at its center” (pg. 11, paragraph 1).  In Alaska the water is not warm, so it wouldn’t be able to form a hurricane.  Also, it says that “they typically form between 5-10 degrees latitude north and south of the equator and Alaska is much further north than 5-10 degrees of the equator.
