(Look for RACE) Indicator species indicate or tells us something.  “They’re extremely sensitive to the environment and its changes” (pg. 10, question 1).  They can tell when something has changes in the environment.  They are important because “any rapid disappearance  of frongs is a sign there’s trouble in the environment.  Also because frogs breathe through their skin.  You’re able to see more clearly the effects that pollution and acid have.” (pg. 10, question 1).
