              WHEREAS, Joshua H. Heintz, is the owner of a parcel of land consisting of     approximately 51.3 acres of land located along Snugsboro Road in the Town of Turin, County of Lewis and State of New York; and
  WHEREAS, Joshua H. Heintz wishes to make a gift of a portion of a parcel of land to the 
  Board of Education of the South Lewis Central School District subject to certain conditions;   

  and
              WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the South Lewis Central School District wishes to

              accept the gift of a portion of a parcel of land presently owned by Joshua H. Heintz; and
              WHEREAS, the parcel of land to be gifted consists of approximately thirty-eight and                  sixteen one-hundredths (38.16) acres of land, more or less in accordance with the attached Appendix A, located along Snugsboro Road, Turin, New York with a Town of Turin Tax Map Parcel Number of 332.00-02-09.121; and

              WHEREAS, the gift of the parcel of land was subject to the approval of a proposition at an annual or special school district meeting(s) within a period of fourteen (14) months from the date of the Memorandum of Understanding, which was entered into between Joshua H. Heintz and the Board of Education of the South Lewis Central School District on October 30, 2017, for a capital project to authorize the construction of an elementary school addition to the existing Junior-Senior High School by the qualified voters of the South Lewis Central School District; and
              WHEREAS, on October 23, 2018, the qualified voters of the school district approved the proposition for a capital project to authorize the construction of an elementary school addition to the existing Junior-Senior High School; and

              WHEREAS, the parcel of land to be donated was appraised by Britton Abbey, Certified Res. Real Estate Appraiser, License No. 45000046783 on November 20, 2018, with a defined value of $185,000; and

              NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Education of the South Lewis Central School District hereby:

              1.
Accepts the gift of approximately thirty-eight and sixteen one-hundredths (38.16)  acres of land, more or less in accordance with the attached Appendix A, located along Snugsboro Road, Turin, New York with a Town of Turin Tax Map Parcel Number of 332.00-02-09.121; and

              2.
Accepts the report of the appraiser dated November 20, 2018, establishing the defined value of the parcel of land in the amount of $185,000; and

              3.
Agrees to the following conditions concerning the use of the gifted land as contained within the Memorandum of Agreement between the parties dated October 30, 2017:

3.1
South Lewis Central School District agrees not to build a large structure on
            the gifted parcel of land such as a bus garage or multi-story school building; and

3.2.
The South Lewis Central School District shall provide at its expense a                privacy fence or shrubbery, with input from the Donor, between the gifted parcel of land and the Donor's remaining parcel along Snugsboro Road; and

3.3.
The South Lewis Central School District shall place a suitable and sizable

            memorial (e.g. boulder of approximately 5-feet) at a mutually agreed upon location recognizing the gift of the parcel of land by the Heintz family; and
3.4.
The South Lewis Central School District shall not allow third party              recreational vehicles, such as snowmobiles and all-terrain vehicles, to utilize the gifted parcel of land; and

The Board of Education further authorizes the Superintendent to take further action to complete the transaction including payment for the costs of the appraisal, redating the abstract of title, survey, inspections of the land, recording and filing fees associated with the conveyance and transfer of the real property.
