Course Syllabus

20 weeks every other day

INTRODUCTION:This course will be introducing you to the world of Technology.  The world of technology is an exciting one that includes almost everything that you can think of.  The major areas that you will be learning about will be:


Technology

Resources of Technology and how they are used


Types of Technology


Measuring and Drawing


How to safely use handtools and machines


How technology effects our lives

There will be other areas of discussion, but most all of them will relate back to these main topics. 

SEATING:Your seats will be assigned.  Sit in your assigned seat every day.  This will help me to learn names and to take attendance.  Do not lean back in the chairs; it breaks the feet on the chairs and it is unsafe.

GRADING:Your grade will be computed using the following items and percentages:

60% - Projects and activities

15% - Tests and quizzes

10% - Homework and class work

15% - Clean-up and effort/work log/objective log

CLASSROOM RULES:All of the student classroom responsibilities will apply.  To simplify these we will use four that will include all of the responsibilities.

1.  BE ON TIME - This means that you are in the classroom and seated; ready to go.  If you are late and without a pass; expect to stay with me for detention.

2  .BE PREPARED - This means that you will have something to write with and something to write on for all classes and have your folder with you.  You need any materials or assignments needed for that class.
3.  BE POLITE - This means to respect everyone and everything.  Raise your hand and wait to be called on.  Keep your hands, feet, and words away from other people and their belongings.

4.  BE SAFE - This means to follow all rules; especially safety rules in this classroom.  There are many tools and pieces of equipment that can get you hurt if not used correctly.

CONSEQUENCES: The order of consequences will usually go in the following order.  Special situations may call for changing the consequence to fit the behavior.

Warning

Removal from activity/time out/alternate assignment
Detention

Parental contact

Office referral

ASSIGNMENTS: Homework and class work is to be turned in when it is due to get full credit.  An assignment that is a day late will get 1/2 credit.  Two days late is a 0.  The assignment still needs to be turned in.  Most assignments need to be turned in before you can do certain activities.

QUIZZES: Quizzes can be retaken to improve your grade and understanding of a topic.  Any time in the following 5 school days you can retake the quiz.  The incorrect items on the quiz must be corrected before you can retake the quiz.  This is for a quiz only, not a test.  The grade from the first quiz and the second quiz will be averaged together to get your grade on the quiz.

WORK VS. ATTENDANCE: Class time is short and there is much work that needs to get done during the class.  Being in class and behaving is good; however, I expect you to do work when you are here.  Talking with friends or doing nothing is not acceptable.  You will get a warning, then if you still continue to not work you will receive a 0 in the grade book for the day.  Three 0's in a 10-week period will cost you 5 points on your quarter average.

EXTRA HELP: I am available during study halls and lunch to help you with technology and other things.  Please take advantage of this time.  

CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT: We will do quite a bit of group and partner work throughout the year.  During these activities the volume of the room must stay down.  Students should whisper to partners, a normal voice is too loud for 20-25 people.

SUBSTITUTES: On the rare occasion that I have a substitute I expect the teacher that is in for me to receive excellent behavior from my students.  Students who misbehave reflect badly on me and I will not tolerate it.  Consequences will be as follows:

1st time - 1 Detention

2nd time - 3 Detentions & Parental contact

3rd time - 5 Detentions & Parental contact

Each additional time will be the same as the 3rd.

MATERIALS:  Materials and tools that are supplied for projects and classwork are not to leave the classroom unless you have teacher permission.

ABSENCE FROM CLASS: If you are absent from class for any reason you are responsible to see me or another student to get the assignment or homework.  Back work from being absent should be handed in as soon as possible.  The time limit on handing in back work is 5 school days.  If the back work is not handed in during those 5 days then the work will receive a grade of 0.  I am not responsible for hounding you for you back work.   I will try to remind you; but you are ultimately responsible for your work.  If the class receives graded work back from me and you do not get yours back, check with me and make sure that I have received it.

FIRE DRILL: When we have fire drills, we will quietly and calmly exit the building.  We will go together as a group out to the hall and out of the building.  We will meet at the white building at the end of the track so that I can take attendance.

LOCK DOWN: In the event of a lock down we will go into the classroom next door and wait for instructions.

CHEATING: Anyone caught cheating or copying will have their work confiscated and receive a 0 for this work.  I will not tolerate cheating of any kind.  Do your own work.  It helps you learn.

BATHROOM:  Due to the short time that we have for classes do not plan on leaving to go to the bathroom during this class.  I realize that emergencies occur, if this happens come talk to me.

FOOD: There will be no food, drink, candy or other edibles in the technology lab.  Gum is not allowed.

OUT OF BOUNDS:  Students are not allowed in the store room, outside of the room , in the room next door, or on the stairs during class without permission.  The teacher’s desk is also off limits for a workspace or for getting materials.

CONCLUSION: There are many really neat and interesting things that we are going to be doing during this course.  I need your cooperation in order to do them.  I want you to learn and have fun doing it, but each of you needs to do your part by following rules and directions and most importantly, being safe.  Let's have a good year!
