Not use tools and equipment that you have not gotten instruction on from the 
teacher.

8.
Keep fingers and hands away from moving parts on tools and equipment.

9.
Make sure that all safety devices (guards and shields) are properly on the tools and equipment that you are using.

10.
Keep loose clothing, long hair, and jewelry away from moving parts.

11.
Keep sharp tools pointed down and away from the body when carrying them.

Not work towards the body when using sharp tools.

Get help when lifting heavy or long objects.

14.
Report any accident or injury to the teacher immediately.
